ANEW era of pharmaceutical services dawned in
Port Macquarie this week.

Khodary’s Pharmacy opened a new 
“superstore” in Horton St on Monday.

The site, between Hayward and William 
streets, occupies a space about the same size as 
a generous house block.

Company founder Fawaz Khodary said the
chemist’s original location in Port Macquarie, near
the Westpac Bank in Horton St, had become too
cramped.

“We had outgrown the site and it became 
obvious we needed to expand,” Mr Khodary said.

The new 700m2 pharmacy is the biggest on the
Mid-North Coast, Mr Khodary said.

It is about five times the size of the former site.
The 39-year-old bought his first pharmacy 16

years ago in Coonabarabran, 450km west of Port
Macquarie.

Now, along with brothers Said and Ibrahim,
eight outlets proudly display the Khodary’s
Pharmacy shingle.

Khodary’s first opened in Port Macquarie five
years ago, but have had a presence in the region
for 12 years.

“Everyone knows we are a chemist, and we
pride ourselves on offering the cheapest 
prescriptions,” the father-of-six said.

“But our new superstore in Port Macquarie
shows we are much more.”

Mr Khodary said every product range in the
pharmacy had been expanded and the new, larger
space enabled new product lines to be added to
the already extensive range.

“But everything is still available at the best 
possible prices,” he said.

Mr Khodary said the site also had better parking
for the chemist’s customers.

“And we have extended the trading hours to
make it even more convenient for our customers.”

The new pharmacy will be open from 8am until
7pm from Monday to Friday and 9am until 6pm on
Saturday and Sunday.

WHEN Fawaz Khodary 
graduated from university as 

a pharmacist 19 years ago, work in
the city was hard to find.

So the young Sydney lad did 
what many have done before him:
he headed west.

He journeyed 450km north-west
of the state capital, to
Coonabarabran.

The young Khodary had never
heard of Coonabarabran, 450km
west of Port Macquarie, at the 
gateway to the majestic

Warrumbungle Ranges.
In fact, he had never 

ventured west of the Great 
Dividing Range.

But, keen for a chance to prove
himself, Fawaz made the journey in
to the great unknown.

He intended to stay for a year.
But love can change everything.
He met a local girl in 1992, was 

married in ‘93, bought the 
pharmacy he worked at in ‘94 and
settled in to life in a country town.

Racheal and Fawaz now have six
children.

But the son of an Egyptian father
and a Lebanese mother, who 
immigrated to Australia when
Fawaz was just nine months old,
was keen to expand, and he started
looking for other opportunities.

The family was regular holiday 
visitors to the Mid-North Coast.

They opened their second 
pharmacy at Lake Cathie, 15km
south of Port Macquarie, 12 years
ago.

Since then, Fawaz’s younger
brothers Said, 33, and Ibrahim, 
28, have joined the business.

They, too, are pharmacists.
Another brother, Hamdy, 27, 

also is a pharmacist in Sydney and
will be part of the Khodary’s 
website business.

Between them, the Khodary
brothers own eight pharmacies,
including those in Coonabarabran,
Kurri Kurri in the Hunter Valley,
Greenacre in Sydney and five
Hastings outlets at Lakewood,
Laurieton, Lake Cathie, Lighthouse
Plaza and the recently relocated Port
Macquarie pharmacy.

The expansion of the “chain” 

and its concentration on the Mid-
North Coast led the family to
relocate to the Hastings nine 
months ago.

Fawaz says the family has settled
in well.

But the brothers are not resting 
on their laurels.

They are on the lookout to 
expand their growing empire on 
the Mid-North Coast.

So it seems this success story, built
on the pillars of hard work, loyalty
and family, is far from over.
